Students do not wear a
uniform. We teach our students to be independent learners.

Onslow offers a full range of subjects from the Languages, Commerce, Science and
Arts areas. We provide up to 10 hours of intensive English support at all levels. We
also have in class subject support. Students are prepared for the IELTS examination,
the NCEA literary requirements, as well as other English Language exams. Most of
our international students go on to attend university or other tertiary institutions.
The school has good results in public examinations and other cultural and sports
activities. Over 85% on average gain entry to University each year.
